The easiest way to fix the example is simply to move the declaration of k to the top of the block constituting the body of main, as follows:

void main(void)

{

int j,k;

for(j = 0; j < 5; j++)

{

if (j == 0)

{

k = 0;

}

else

{

k += j;

}

}

printf(“The total is %d\n”, k);

}

However, there is an obvious way to make the example a little more elegant by moving the assignment of 0 to k outside the for loop as well. The more elegant program would look as follows:

void main(void)

{

int j, k;

k = 0;

for(j = 0; j < 5; j++)

k += j;

printf(“The total is %d\n”, k);

}
